8. Surah Al. Anfaal  (The Spoils of War) Verses: 75;     Madni;   Paragraphs: 8 

Period of Revelation: It was revealed in 2 A. H. after the Battle of Badr, the first battle between 

Islam and kufr. As it contains a detailed and comprehensive review of the Battle, it appears that 

most probably it was revealed at one and the same time. Surah Talaq & Surah Muhammad 

were revealed before this surah in Madina.  

 

Main Themes:  

 This surah enunciates 
general principles of 

war (one aspect 
of Jihad) and peace 
while reviewing the 

Battle of Badr and uses 
them for the moral 

training of the 
Muslims.
